This course aims to provide a general understanding of the world civilizations from
antiquity to modern times; to provide analytical knowledge about the emergence, rise
and demise of these civilizations from a comparative and historical perspective. In this
course, the similarities and differences of the social organizations of these civilizations;
the solutions they produced before the chronicle problems of civilizations like
population growth, food shortages, the raids of nomadic tribes; their cultural and
technological contribution to the common knowledge accumulation of humanity; and
finally their economical, political and social inventions that gave rise to modern
societies will be analyzed.
