(Course Description)

Bu derste 6grenciler modernitenin olusumuyla iliskili olarak sosyoloji disiplini ile
tanistirilir. Ders toplumsal doniigiim, esitsizlik, yoksulluk, etnisite, toplumsal cinsiyet,
sinif, kiirsellesme, devletler, milliyetcilik, yurttaglik ve kimlikler gibi sosyolojini temel
konularmi inceler. Bu ders ayrica Tiirkiye’nin toplumsal doniisiimii ve sorunlarina 6zel
olarak odaklanir. Tiirkiye 6rnegi neoliberal ekonomi, kentlesme, milliyetgilik, siyasal
kimlikler, yurttaslik ve etnisite baglaminda dikkate alinir.

In this course, students are introduced with the discipline of sociology in relation to the
formation of modernity. It examines some of the fundamental topics of sociology such
as social transformation and inequality, poverty, ethnicity, gender, class, globalization,
states, nationalism, citizenship and identities. It offers a particular focus on social
transformation and problems in Turkey. The Turkish case was taken into consideration
on the issues of neoliberal economy, urbanization, nationalism, political identities,
citizenship and ethnicity.
