(Course Description)

Bu ders, Tirkiye’nin diinya ile iliskilerine dair temel konular1 ve sorunlar1 ele alarak,
Ogrencilerin bu konulara analitik ve elestirel bakis agis1 gelistirmelerini saglayacak kavramsal
ve tarihsel donanimi sunar. Ders, dort ana boliimden olusmaktadir. Ik béliimde, diinya
siyasetine farkli teorik yaklasimlar sunulur. ikinci béliimde, Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti resmi dis
politikas1 ele alinarak, tarihsel kokenleri ve resmi dis politikaya damgasimi vuran temel
dinamikler incelenir. Ugiincii boliimde, kiiresellesme cagi olarak amlan 1990’lar sonrasi
donemde kiiresel giivenlik, kiiresel ekonomi ve kiiresel normlar 1s1ginda Tiirkiye’nin i¢ ve dis
politikasinin nasil sekillendigi analiz edilir. Dérdiincti béliimde, Tiirkiye’nin, A.B.D., Avrupa,
Avrasya ve Orta Dogu iilkeleri ile iligkilerinde glincel sorunlar ele alinr.

This course is intended to provide students with the intellectual tools and background
knowledge that will assist them in developing their own theoretically informed analysis of the
issues that pertain to Turkey’s relation with the world. The course is comprised of four units.
The first unit aims to familiarize students with the conceptual and theoretical tools for analyzing
global politics. The second unit takes as its focus Turkish foreign policy and investigates

the historical roots, trends, and dynamics that shape the foreign policy agenda,

paying particular attention to the period since the end of the Cold War. The third unit takes a
“global turn” and investigates the ways in which globalization of security, global political
economy, and emergence of global norms influence Turkey’s domestic politics and foreign
policy. The fourth section attends to Turkey’s relations with specific countries and regions such
as the United States, Europe, Euroasia, and the Middle East.
