(Course Description)

Bu ders, etik teorisinin temel yaklasimlarma bir giris niteligindedir. Ders dahilinde
etik icersindeki (bencillik, deontoloji, faydacilik, erdem etigi gibi) 6nemli teorik
duruslar ve yasamda etik teorilerini dogrudan ilgilendiren bazi konular genel olarak
gozden gegirilecektir. Insan haklar1 evrensel midir yoksa kiiltiire mi baghdir, hangi
baglamda insanlar ¢evreden, hayvanlardan ve diger insanlardan sorumludurlar,
savasin adaleti ya da adaletsizligi, terdrizm, escinsellik, esitsizlik ve irkcilik, ahlaki
acidan kiirtaj ve otenazi onaylanabilir mi? Bu gibi cesitli tartismali sosyal ve etik
sorunsallar dikkatle ¢oziimlenerek incelenecektir.

This course provides an introduction to basic approaches of ethical theory. It surveys
major positions in ethics (egoism, deontology, utilitarianism, and virtue ethics) and
considers a number of issues relating to ethical theories in general (relativism,
scepticism, and cultural diversity in ethics). It will examine various controversial
social and ethical issues and problems such as: whether human rights are universal or
dependent on culture; whether and to what extent we are responsible for the
environment, animals, and other people; the justice/injustice of war and terrorism,
homosexuality, inequality and racism, and whether abortion and euthanasia are
morally justifiable.
